HOW & WHY:  On August 29, 2010 at approximately 11:55 A.M. the Hillsborough Police Department responded to the area of 9 Farm Road for a reported residential apartment structure fire.  Responding police officers observed fire and smoke billowing from the second floor of the building and located the source of the fire in a second floor apartment.  No one was home in the apartment at the time of the fire, however, the remaining residents of the building were safely evacuated.  The responding fire companies were able to quickly extinguish the fire and is under investigation by the Hillsborough Twp. Police Dept and the Hillsborough Twp. Fire Safety Bureau.  There were no injuries as a result of the fire, however, the apartment where the fire originated sustained severe damage and was declared uninhabitable as well as the vacant lower apartment due to water damage.
