HOW & WHY :  On February 20, 2009 at 10:28 A.M. the Hillsborough Twp. Police responded to a motor vehicle crash at the intersection of Amwell Road and Raider Blvd.  Upon the arrival of responding police units, driver #1, driver #2 and driver #3 were found to be suffering from minor injuries and treated at the scene by the Hillsborough Twp. Rescue Squad.  Driver#1 was treated for chest pains and transported to Somerset Medical Center, driver #2 had to be extricated from her vehicle and was treated for a small laceration on her face and subsequently transported to Robert Wood Johnson Medical Center and driver #3 was treated for lower back pain and also transported to Somerset Medical center.

Preliminary investigation determined that driver #1 was driving her Toyota Camry North on Raider Blvd. in the left lane when she failed to stop for a red traffic signal at the intersection of Amwell Road and collided with vehicle #2, who was driving East on Amwell Road in the right lane in her Nissan Murano.  After the impact, vehicle #2 rotated east counter clockwise into both Westbound lanes of Amwell Road and collided with vehicle #3, a Toyota Tercel, which was driving West on Amwell Road .  Amwell Road remained closed between Route 206 and Raider Blvd for approx. 1 hour while the accident was being investigated and until all of the vehicles involved were removed from the roadway.  The accident is currently under investigation by the Hillsborough Twp. Police Dept. and and no summonses have been issued.
THE FOLLOWING AGENCIES RESPONDED TO THE SCENE:   The Hillsborough Township Police Department, Hillsborough Township Fire Units #36 and #37 and the Hillsborough Township Rescue Squad.
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
