HOW & WHY

In response to complaints of narcotics activity at Ann Van Middlesworth Park, the Hillsborough Township Police Department’s Detective Bureau conducted surveillance of the area and arrested a 16 year old male who was in possession of under 50 grams of marijuana and a juvenile female who was in possession of drug paraphernalia.  
After processing both of the juveniles were released to their parents and criminal charges are pending.

Additionally on May 11, 2010 at 4PM the Detective Bureau was conducting surveillance at the park and arrested a 16 year old male juvenile for possession of under 50 grams of marijuana and drug paraphernalia along with Daniel Politowski, 19 years old, from Tall Oak Ln., Hillsborough.  Politowski was issued a summons for possession of under 50 grams of marijuana and ror’d, 

After processing the juvenile male was released to his parents and criminal charges are pending.
