HOW & WHY  

The Hillsborough Police Department is hosting its 3rd Annual Bike Safety Rodeo for kids 5 - 15 years old.  

Our Bike Rodeo is a bike safety clinic instructed by Hillsborough Bike Patrol Officers. The clinic begins with Wheellife Cycle Center of Belle Mead performing a brief inspection of each participant's bike and personal safety equipment. Participants then listen to a brief safety lecture from the Hillsborough Police Bike Patrol Unit  about proper bike equipment and the importance of obeying the rules of the road. To ensure participants understand these safety rules, each participant will conclude the safety clinic with a bike ride through “Safety Town”, which is a miniature "chalk street" course set up in a parking lot at Hillsborough High School. Instructors will point out various hazards, safety tips, and explain how to apply the rules of the road in the fun chalk street course.  Participants will receive giveaways such as HTPD collectibles and t-shirts. Funding for this event was provided through a grant received from the Hillsborough Youth Services Commission.  The chalk street course will be constructed  by the Hillsborough Public Works Department.  Food and refreshments will be donated by Just Subs Sandwich Shop, Pathmark Supermarket, Dunkin Donuts, and Rita’s Water Ice  which are all located in Hillsborough. Princeton Fitness & Wellness Center will also be present to offer various services to parents in attendance. 
Pre-Registration and waiver forms can be filled out at the Hillsborough Police Department 379 South Branch Road, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Pre-Registration is encouraged, as there will be a 50 participant limit per session for this Bike Rodeo.   If you are unable to Pre- Register, but want your child to participate, please email us at communitypolicing@hillsboroughpolice.org to reserve a space for your child.

· Their own bicycle. 

· A helmet. (required)  

· Safety equipment and gear if they have it. 

· Wear appropriate clothing as this is an outdoor event.
