HOW & WHY

Chief Paul Kaminsky would like to remind all township residents of Twp. Ordinance 2005-42 – Containerized Yard Waste which states that “The owner or occupant of any property or any employee or contractor of such owner or occupant engaged to provide lawn care or landscaping services, shall not sweep, rake, blow or otherwise place yard waste, unless the yard waste is containerized, in the street.  If yard waste that is not containerized is placed in the street, the party responsible for the placement of yard waste must remove the yard waste from the street or said party shall be deemed in violation of this article.”  Violations, after being duly notified, include imprisonment for up to 90 days or by fine of $1250 or by community service not exceeding 90 days.
Chief Kaminsky, for the health and safety of township residents, urges all residents to comply with this ordinance.  Yard waste is defined as grass clippings and leaves.  The Township Department of Public Works will be working diligently in the upcoming months starting on November 3rd  with the Leaf Pickup Program.
