HOW & WHY

Hillsborough Twp Police received a report of an individual pointing a knife and handgun at a group of juveniles in the parking lot of the pizzeria. The actor proceeded to enter his vehicle and leave the area. The investigation revealed the vehicle the actor entered was being operated by Gerard Pampani. Mr Pampani and the vehicle were subsequently located in West Deptford NJ. At that time  Mr. Pampani was found to be in possession of a paintball gun, (2)pellet guns and (4) knives. Mr Pampani was charged with 2 counts unlawful possession of a weapon for unlawful purpose, 2 counts unlawful possession of a weapon. Bail was set at $50,000. Mr Pampani was lodged in the Somerset County Jail.
